Timelines:
Fall Semester

September:

o Register for the PSAT exam offered in October. Rabver that when you
take the PSAT in your junior year, the scores wolint towards the
National Achievement Program (and it is good pracfor the SAT).

October:

o Take the PSAT. Narrow your list of colleges to uu® a few colleges
with requirements at your current GPA, a few wequirements above
your current GPA, and at least one with requireméetow your GPA.
Your list should contain approximately 8-12 schogids are seriously
considering.

o Begin scheduling interviews with admissions coumsellf possible,
schedule tours of the school grounds on the saiyse ¥§au and your
parent(s) may want to visit the colleges and usitiess during spring
break and summer vacation, so that you do not ttamgss school. Some
high schools consider a campus visit an excuseehabsso if need be,
you may be able to schedule interviews and visitind the school year
without incurring any penalties.

November:

o Review your PSAT results with your counselor, idarto identify your

strengths and to determine the areas that you @&y to improve upon.
December:

o You will receive your scores from the October PSBE&pending on the
results, you may want to consider using Test Rremprehensive free
online test prep courses for the SAT and ACT. Ilditawh to independent
preparation, many high schools offer short-ternparatory classes or
seminars on the various exams. All of these ressucan help prepare
you for what to expect and can help to boost yoores.

Spring Semester

January:

o Take Campus Tours online (througiwvw.CollegelnColorado.ongor in
person to further narrow your list of colleges tatah your personality,
GPA, and test scores.

February:

o Register for the March SAT and/or the April ACTteed=ind out from
each college the deadlines for applying for adrarssind which tests to
take. Make sure your test dates give college’s aripie to receive test
scores. It is a good idea to take the SAT and/of ACthe spring to allow
you time to review your results and retake the examnthe fall of your
senior year, if necessary.

March:




o Take the March SAT exam.
April:
o Take the April ACT test.

o Take SAT, SAT Subject Tests, and AP exams.

o Talk to teachers about writing letters of recomnatiwh for you. Think
about what you would like included in these leti{@gsw you would like to
be presented) and politely ask your teachers ¥f tag accommodate you.

o Add any new report cards, test scores, honorsyards to your file.

o Visit colleges. Call ahead for appointments withaficial aid, admissions,
and academic advisors at the college(s) in whichare most interested.
During your visits, talk to professors, sit in dasses, spend a night in the
dorms, and speak to students about the colled2¢s)g these things
allows you to gather the most information aboutdbege and the
atmosphere in which you would be living, should ybwose to attend.
Some colleges have preview programs that allowtgalo all of these;
find out which of the schools that you will be Visg offer these programs
and take advantage of them.

o Take the SAT, SAT Subject Tests and the ACT tests.

o If you go on interviews or visits, don't forgetdend thank-you notes.

Summer Between Junior and Senior Years

Practice writing online applications, filling owiugh drafts of each application,
without submitting them. Focus on the essay postimiithese applications,
deciding how you would like to present yourself.@dorget to mention your
activities outside of school.

Review your applications, especially the essayg.family, friends, and teachers
to review your essays for grammar, punctuatiordabaity, and content.

Decide if you are going to apply under a particalaltege's early decision or
early action programs. This requires you to sulymiir applications early,
typically between October and December of youraeyear, but offers the
benefit of receiving the college's decision concegryour admission early,
usually before January 1. If you choose to apphyegou should do so for the
college or university that is your first choiceschools to attend. Many early
decision programs are legally binding, requiring yo attend the college you are
applying to, should they accept you.
