Timeline for College 

September 

-Consult Mrs. Wells about taking the PSAT in October. The PSAT is a preliminary test 
that will begin to prepare you for the SAT Reasoning Test. It is most often taken by 
juniors, but some sophomore’s may want to get an early start. 
-If you plan on taking the ACT, talk to Mrs. Wells about taking the PLAN this fall. The 
PLAN is a preliminary standardized test that will give you some preparation for the ACT. 
PLAN does not have national testing dates, so ask your guidance counselor about test 
dates offered by your school system. 
 

October 

-Consider taking the PSAT for practice. The results will not be used for college 
admission. 

-Sign up, if you have not done so already, for co-curricular activities that interest you. 
The level of involvement and accomplishment is most important, not the number of 
activities. 

-Keep a record of your co-curricular involvement, volunteer work, and employment (all 
year).  How do you help people?  Currently if you are not involved in any co-curricular 
involvement, what can you do? 

November 

- All students will be taking the PLAN test this November.  Students will be bussed to 
the Brighton Rec. Center. 

-Make sure you are on top of your academic work. If necessary, meet with your teacher 
for additional help.  We are all here to help you, but you need to ASK us how we can 
help. 
-Save your best work in academic courses and the arts for your academic portfolio (all 
year).  Update your portfolio whenever you can.  You want your portfolio to paint a 
picture of what you look like in all areas of your schooling. This doesn’t always have to 
primarily be academic.  

December 

-Receive results of PLAN and/or the PSAT. Read materials sent with your score report. 
Consult your guidance counselor to explore ways to improve on future standardized tests 
and courses to discuss which may be required or beneficial for your post-high school 
plans. 



January 

-Keep studying.  Remember, these grades count when you apply to colleges. 

-Volunteer – it’s a great way to identify your interests and to develop skills. 

February, March 

-It is never too early to start researching colleges and universities. Go to 
www.CollegeInColorado.org.  Visit your guidance office and talk to Mrs. Wells to 
browse through literature and guidebooks or surf the Web and check out college and 
university home pages.   

April 

Register for *June SAT Subject Test if appropriate. These are one-hour exams testing 
you on academic subjects that you have already completed. Among the many to choose 
from are biology, chemistry, foreign languages and physics. Many selective colleges 
require three SAT Subject Tests. Some colleges recommend/require Math Level 1 or 
Math Level 2. Not all SAT Subject Tests are given on every test date. Check the calendar 
carefully to determine when the Subject Tests you want are offered. 
-See Mrs. Wells for advice.  Remember to always ASK! 

-Continue to research career options and consider possible college majors that will help 
you achieve your career goals. 

May 

-Plan now for wise use of your summer. Consider taking a summer course or 
participating in a special program (e.g., for prospective engineers or journalists or for 
those interested in theatre or music) at a local college or community college. Consider 
working or volunteering. 

June 

-Consider taking the SAT Subject Tests that you registered for in April.  
-If you work, save some of your earnings for college. 

July 

-During the summer, you may want to sign up for a PSAT/SAT prep course, use 
computer software, or do the practice tests in books designed to familiarize you with 
standardized tests.

A lot of emphasis is put on being able to attend college after high school. We want you to 
have multiple options. If you plan to enter the military or the world of work you still need 
to PREPARE. You may still be confused about what you want to do after high school. It 
is OKAY! However, many times, this confusion can lead to doing nothing because you 
may not know where to start. High school is the perfect time to investigate and 
experience different options and interests. If you are planning on entering the military, 
the work force, or are unsure of your post-high school plans, here are some tips to help: 
 
•  Take a self-assessment or interest inventory . The ASVAB and 
www.CollegeInColorado.org (Explorer and Planner are described below) 

 Choices Explorer  
Begin by expanding your knowledge about the world of exciting career possibilities. 

Choices Planner  
Understand which careers may appeal to you most, take some surveys about your 
interests and skills, then compare careers and begin to zero in on those of strong interest 
to you. Determine what activities and classes you should complete during and after high 
school to prepare for success in a career of choice. 
 
These assessments can help determine interests and match careers to those interests. See 
your Career Development Coordinator to access these programs. There are also websites 
that offer interest inventories online to give you a quick assessment of your interests and 
skills.  
 
•  Create a resume to give to potential employers . Outline activities you have 
been involved in, jobs you have held, volunteer experiences, and special skills.  See me if 
you need more information! 
 
•  Sign up to job-shadow, or volunteer in areas that i nterest you . These are 
great ways to get first-hand information. Mrs. Wells has resources that give information 
such as requirements for careers and salary information. Much of this can be done online! 
 
•  Sign up to do an internship . Internships offer real work experience for credit in a 
job you may be considering as a career!
